Administration on Aging Organizational Chart
The U.S. Administration on Aging (AoA) is led by the Assistant Secretary for Aging (ASA).  Within the Office of the ASA, is the Deputy Assistant Secretary for Policy and Programs.  Reporting directly to the Deputy Assistant Secretary for Policy and Programs is the Office of Communications, the Office of Preparedness and Response, and the Executive Secretariat.

Two other Deputy Assistant Secretaries report directly to the ASA and lead the Center for Policy and Management and the Center for Program Operations.  These two Centers contain the remaining offices within AoA.  

Reporting directly to the Deputy Assistant Secretary of the Center for Policy and Management are the following offices:

1. Office of Management Analysis and Resources

2. Office of Budget and Finance

3. Office of Grants Management

4. Office of Administrative and Technology Services

5. Office of Planning and Policy Development

Reporting directly to the Deputy Assistant Secretary of the Center for Program Operations are the following offices:

1. Office of Evaluation

2. Office of Core Programs

3. Office of Elder Rights

4. Office of American Indian, Alaskan Native, and Native Hawaiian Programs

5. Office of Regional Operations
The Office of Regional Operations includes ten offices located in various regions of the United States.  Regional Offices are identified as Region 1 – Region 10.  Regional offices are led by Regional Administrators.
