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I. FUNDING OPPORTUNITY DESCRIPTION  

Statutory Authority 

The statutory authority for grants under this program announcement is contained in Title IV of the Older Americans Act (OAA) (42 U.S.C. 3032), as amended by the Older Americans Act Amendments of 2000, P.L. 106-501 (Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance 93.048, Title IV Discretionary Projects).

Summary
The Administration on Aging (AoA) will award competitive grants in the form of cooperative agreements to states, as part of a public/private collaboration with the Atlantic Philanthropies, to empower older people to take more control over their own health through lifestyle changes that have proven effective in reducing the risk of disease and disability among the elderly.  This collaboration advances President Bush’s Healthier US Initiative and Department of Health and Human Service (HHS) Secretary Leavitt’s Priority on Personalize Health Care.  It also supports and complements the new emphasis on prevention and chronic disease management in Medicare.  These grants are designed to mobilize the aging, public health and non-profit networks at the State and local level to accelerate the translation of HHS funded research into practice through the deployment of low-cost evidence-based disease and disability prevention programs at the community level.  This initiative holds great potential for improving the quality of life of our seniors and reducing the cost of health care over the long run. 
Background
Older Americans are disproportionately affected by chronic diseases and conditions, such as arthritis, diabetes and heart disease, as well as by disabilities that result from injuries such as falls.  These conditions collectively account for seven out of every ten deaths, and more than three-quarters of all health expenditures in the United States. Chronic disease not only kills, but it also negatively affects quality of life, and threatens the ability of older people to remain in their own homes and communities.  Chronic conditions currently limit activities for 12 million elderly individuals living in community settings; 25 percent of these individuals are unable to perform basic activities of daily living, such as bathing, shopping, dressing, or eating.  The number of older people living in our society with chronic conditions will increase dramatically in the coming years with the aging of the baby boom generation.  
HHS has made significant investments in research over the past decades to improve our understanding of chronic diseases and conditions, and to identify approaches to reducing the incidence and affects of such conditions.  As a result of these investments, there is now a growing body of scientific evidence on the efficacy of low-cost programs that have proven effective in reducing older people’s risk of disease, disability and injury.  Many of these programs focus on helping older people to make life style and behavioral changes, and can be cost-effectively delivered at the local level through community-based service organizations, such as senior centers, adult day care programs, senior housing projects and faith-based organizations. One example is the Chronic Disease Self-Management Program developed at Stanford University with support from the Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality. This program is a six week workshop designed to empower people with various chronic diseases to take control of their health. The program has been shown to significantly improve participant health status while reducing the use of hospital care and physician services.  A second example is the Matter of Balance Program, a fall prevention program, developed at Boston College with support from the National Institute on Aging.  This program trains participants to improve their balance, gait and posture, to better manage their medication, and to remove home hazards. A RAND analysis of the evidence found that these types of programs, in combination with clinical assessments and appropriate medical intervention, significantly reduce the incidence of falls among participants and could in turn reduce emergency room use and hospitalizations related to falls.  A final example is the Enhance Fitness Program developed with support from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.  This program has been shown to help near-frail older adults to improve their health status and reduce their use of health care through structured group exercises that involve stretching, low impact aerobics, and strength training. 
In 2003, the Department of Health and Human Services, under the leadership of the Administration on Aging, launched a multi-year grant program involving the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, the Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality, the National Institute on Aging, the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services, the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration, the John A. Hartford and Robert Wood Johnson Foundations, and a variety of other private foundations, to begin promoting the deployment of evidence-based disease and disability prevention programs through community-based aging services provider organizations.  

The goal of the 2003 initiative was to develop the knowledge, experience and national infrastructure necessary to support the nationwide implementation of such programs, and to effectuate AoA’s role in working with the HHS science and health agencies to facilitate the rapid translation of research findings into practice at the community-level. Over $6 million in grants were made to encourage partnerships at the State and community level between the aging and public health networks; implement 12 local evidence-based projects; establish a national technical assistance center; and conduct a special series of workshops targeted at State and community leaders from around the country.  The goal of this initiative has largely been realized, and HHS now stands ready to take the initiative to a new level. Current Announcement
HHS, through AoA, will award competitive grants to States to gain experience in how States can play a leadership role in mobilizing public/private partnerships at the State and community level to implement and sustain the delivery of evidence-based prevention programs at the community level though non-profit aging services provider organizations. Participating States will be expected to begin implementing programs in at least 3 geographic areas of their States.  Participating States will also be expected to begin developing the infrastructure and partnerships that will be necessary over the long-run to effectively embed evidence-based prevention programs for the elderly within their statewide systems of health and long-term care. 

A special feature of this current program initiative is that HHS is being joined by The Atlantic Philanthropies to greatly expand the scope and reach of the current grant opportunity, with particular emphasis on the deployment of the Stanford University Chronic Disease Self-Management Program (CDSMP).  Through a grant to the Center for Healthy Aging at the National Council on the Aging, The Atlantic Philanthropies has generously agreed to provide funds and technical assistance to up to five grantees that show significant potential in developing State systems that will be able to reach large numbers of older adults with the CDSMP.  The Center for Healthy Aging at NCOA, which is also serving as AoA’s national resource center on evidence-based prevention, will select, on behalf of The Atlantic Philanthropies, the State programs to receive the awards during the latter half of the first year of the AoA grants.  A separate application and selection process will be used for these awards.  The total investment over the life of the project for this entire effort by HHS, the participating grantees, and The Atlantic Philanthropies will exceed twenty million dollars.  

Overview

The current grant opportunity is designed to help States establish public/private partnerships as well as the statewide systems that will be necessary to support the on-going implementation of evidence-based programs that have proven effective at empowering older people to take more control of their health and reduce their risk of disease and disability.  These partnerships will involve multiple agencies and organizations at both the State and community level.  Specifically, AoA is looking to agencies on aging and State health departments to collaborate on the provision of policy leadership and on-going support for local partnerships involving non-profit aging services providers, area agencies on aging, health organizations, the business sector, and other potential partners from the private and public sectors.  Within the first project year, States will implement community-level partnerships and programs in at least three geographic areas.
A major expectation of this grant program is to deliver high quality evidence-based programs that maintain fidelity to both the original design and to the research outcomes associated with the evidence-based models that are being deployed and to reach the maximum number of older adults that are at risk who can benefit from the programs.  This expectation reflects both the design and implementation of efficient and well-managed programs, and the need to find and commit funds from other public and private sources to these programs (as has occurred at the national level).  Proposals that reflect success in locating and coordinating available public and private sector resources above the match requirement to expand the reach and sustainability of this program will receive more favorable consideration.  
Based on AoA’s experience with our current evidence-based programs, advice from our federal and national partners, and our estimates of the benefits for older adults, AoA will place an emphasis on improving the availability of the Stanford University Chronic Disease Self-Management Program. Therefore, applications under this announcement must propose to implement the CDSMP model in at least one geographic area.   States may also implement the CDSMP in the other geographic areas it selects for its local projects, or it may implement one or more other evidence-based programs in the following subject areas:  
· Chronic Disease Self-Care 

· Physical Activity  

· Fall Prevention  

· Nutrition and Diet 

· Depression and/or Substance Abuse

More information on the specific types of programs that the State may opt to implement under this announcement is provided below.  

Community-Based Aging Services Provider Organizations
Community-based aging services provider organizations, working with health organizations and other partners, are uniquely positioned to promote the availability and utilization of evidence-based disability and disease prevention programs for older people.  These organizations are well respected, offer low-cost services, and already successfully serve large numbers of community-dwelling older adults.  It is estimated that there are over 29,000 such organizations around the country serving over 8 million older adults each year. 
Aging services providers are particularly suited to reach the underserved elderly who often need such programs the most. Many of the older adults served by these organizations have limited incomes, live alone, belong to minority groups, have functional limitations, or are disadvantaged in other ways that put them at elevated risk of disease or disability that can be addressed through prevention programs.  

Aging services provider organizations that implement or oversee implementation of evidence-based programs through this grant must be non-profit community-based service provider organizations, including faith-based organizations and Tribal organizations, which primarily provide home and community-based social services to older persons and are funded, at least in part, through the Older Americans Act.  However, aging services provider organizations that receive funds under this program are encouraged to use funds and staff resources (such as trainers, class instructors, and specialized staff) to provide services at sites that they do not directly operate or are outside of their usual service locations -- such as HUD housing, churches, community centers, and community health centers.  
When community programs under this announcement are developed in an area served by an Aging and Disability Resource Center (ADRC), it is important that appropriate linkages be in place to optimize the service coordination, client referral, and support capacities of the ADRC.  The reduction of risk factors for disease and disability in older adults is the core objective of the Evidence-Based Disease and Disability Prevention Program and that objective complements directly the work of the ADRC.  

II. 
AWARD INFORMATION 

Size of Awards, Match and Allocation of Funds to Service Providers:  AoA plans to fund up to12 cooperative agreements totaling up to $300,000 per project for each year for a three year period, subject to the availability of funds.  A 25% match will be required.  Not less than 75% of the federal funds from this grant must be allocated to community-based aging services provider organizations to support the delivery of the evidence-based programming to older adults.  States may allocate funds under this announcement either directly to participating aging services providers or indirectly through an area agency on aging.  States are encouraged to expand the scope of the programs proposed under this grant announcement beyond the required match with funds from various sources including (but not limited to) foundation grants, private corporations, or other federal funds such as the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), the Substance Abuse and Mental Services Health Administration (SAMSHA) or Titles III-B, III-C, III-D, III-E of the Older Americans Act.  However, States should not propose to receive federal funds that are available under this grant announcement (i.e. Title IV OAA funds) that exceed the $300,000 limit per year indicated in this paragraph.  Applicants that request more than $300,000 in federal funds that are available under this grant announcement per year will not be considered for funding.

All funds under this grant announcement will be awarded by September 30, 2006.  

Subject Areas:  Grant applications must propose to implement the Stanford University Chronic Disease Self-Management Program (CDSMP) self-care model in at least one geographic area.  States must propose at least two more geographic areas for implementation of an evidence-based program.  Those two other geographic areas may also implement the CDSMP or one or two other evidence-based programs.  The programs selected by the State must fall into one or more of the following subject areas:  
· Chronic Disease Self-Care (i.e., chronic diseases generally or specific ones such as 
    diabetes, hypertension, heart disease, arthritis, etc.)

· Physical Activity (see Cress ME et al. (2004).  "Physical Activity Programs and Behavior 
Counseling in Older Adult Populations," Medicine & Science in Sports & Exercise,                   36(11): 1997-2003.
)
· Fall Prevention  (refer to Fall Interventions List)
· Nutrition and Diet (including the role of nutrition in the maintenance of healthy and  

     appropriate body weight and control of chronic diseases, etc.)
· Mental Health and/or Substance Abuse Prevention (including early intervention for depression, anxiety, alcohol misuse or medication misuse
While recognizing that some intervention programs may contain elements of more than one of the above subject areas, applicants must designate which of the subject areas is the primary focus for the demonstration program in each of the three geographic areas.  The “subject area” relates both to the nature of the intervention and to the outcomes.  For example, an exercise program may reduce depression but for this program announcement, an exercise program is in the “physical activity” subject area, not the “depression” subject area.  

These programs may build on existing health promotion or disease prevention programs designed for a general older adult population.  However, the programs proposed for funding under this program announcement must be selective preventive interventions targeted to individuals at risk.  The interventions must go substantially beyond providing older adults with the results of a health risk assessment coupled with written advice, a referral and/or a single counseling session, and the risk factor must be more than just age.  A program should not be proposed if it is basically an outreach or information campaign.  
For purposes of this grant program, the term “evidence-based disease prevention” program refers to a program that closely replicates a specific intervention that has been tested through randomly controlled experiments with results published in peer-reviewed journals.  Sources of evidence include HHS sponsored research funded by the National Institutes of Health (including National Institute on Aging), the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) (including work in the Prevention Research Centers’ Healthy Aging Research Network), Agency for Health Care Research and Quality (AHRQ), the Centers for Medicaid and Medicare Services (CMS) and the Substance Abuse Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA).  Studies performed by universities or other research organizations are also acceptable.  Additional important criteria include the program’s effectiveness with older adults and whether it can be adapted to various community settings. Based on the principles described in the above document, States should use the following criteria in selecting intervention programs: 

· The proposed intervention is based upon rigorously conducted research (a randomized controlled trial) with results published in a peer-reviewed journal.

· The proposed intervention has been developed and tested on older adults or a rationale must be presented for why the intervention is likely to work with older adults.  

· The proposed intervention is replicable in a community-based setting (i.e. in a non-medical setting).  

In addition to selecting specific evidence-based programs, States must also ensure that the following steps/processes are addressed in the proposal:
· Lead organizations at the community level have the organizational capacity and commitment necessary to mobilize public/private partnerships and implement an evidence-based prevention program.  

· Local programs will be able to reach and retain older adults who are at high risk of the specific diseases or disabilities that are the focus of the selected intervention. 
· Strong partnerships are formed with appropriate public and private organizations from aging, public health, health care and other sectors.

· Programs are implemented with fidelity to both the original design and research outcomes associated with the selected evidence-based program with as few adaptations as necessary to address local conditions and the unique needs of the target population.   Any adaptations that are made must not compromise the effectiveness of the original evidence-based program.  

· Information and monitoring systems are provided in order to monitor on-going fidelity to the original evidence-based design and research outcomes, and to conduct routine formative evaluations, including measuring participant/client satisfaction, to enable the program to be continually improved, and to provide accountability.

Specific Programs Suitable for Implementation Under This Grant Announcement

There are a number of specific programs that AoA and its partners have identified that meet our criteria of being evidence-based and are suitable for the specific populations addressed in this announcement.  These programs can be directly implemented through community-based aging services provider organizations working in collaboration with health organizations and other potential partners. There may be other programs that are excellent that are not listed here.

Additional programs that meet AoA’s criteria for evidence-based prevention are described in Issue Brief 1 updated at www.healthyagingprograms.org.  These include evidence-based Nutrition programs, Self-Care, Medication Management, and additional Fall Prevention and Physical Activity Programs.  

Because AoA is very familiar with the programs referenced in this section, proposals to use these programs essentially unchanged do not need to describe the programs in depth.  However, any planned or anticipated modifications to these programs should be described in detail in the proposal.  
Requirements for Proposed Intervention Programs Not Identified Above 
States may propose to implement programs not referenced above, provided the proposed program meets the definition of an evidence-based disease and disability prevention program described in this announcement.  For each such proposed program, applications must include the following details:

· Describe the health issue you are targeting and provide data that support the importance of the issue.

· Describe the intervention research that was used to develop this program.  List a) articles in peer reviewed journals; b) other published materials; and c) unpublished results.

· Describe materials and training manuals that are available to support program replication.  Provide a Web site or contact information to obtain these materials and other assistance.

· Describe the number and types of places that have replicated this program.

· Describe the diversity of participants (age, gender, ethnicity, functional status) that have used this program.  

· Describe the resources required to replicate the program and the ongoing per participant costs of the program.

In addition to the specific evidence-based prevention programs and resources that we have listed, there are many other valuable sources of information, such as scientific journals and Web sites that you may want to consider in designing your program and in preparing your application.  Some descriptions of research and other helpful information, such as evaluation procedures and potential partners, can be obtained from the following agency Web sites:

Applicants should not limit themselves to these Web sites since there is a great deal of information published and available in other places that may be useful and appropriate.
Clinical Preventive Services:  Clinical preventive services, such as flu shots and health screening programs, are a very important part of maintaining the health of older adults. However, the projects under this grant program are not intended to fund clinical preventive services; these services are paid for by Medicare, Medicaid, health plans, and in some cases privately. However, the projects funded under this grant program should identify opportunities to coordinate with health care systems, providers, and older adults, to encourage, coordinate, complement, and optimize the use of Clinical Preventive Services.  AoA is actively partnering with CMS and working with the National Aging Services Network to ensure that Medicare Beneficiaries know about and receive the clinical preventive services that are now available under Medicare. 

Geographic Areas:  As noted above, States will be required to implement projects in at least 3 geographic areas.  In general, a "geographic area” or “site”" will be a Planning and Services Area (PSA), as defined in the Older Americans Act. However, States may propose different types of boundaries and geographic configurations.  For example: 

· States with a single PSA may select three or more counties to serve as their designated geographic areas.  

· States with many PSAs with small populations may combine several PSAs into "one geographic area" to be one of the three (or more) proposed areas.

· Where a PSA is nested in a surrounding PSA (or set of suburban PSAs), the State may combine the PSAs as a single geographic area (implementation site).  All of the AAAs in a designated geographic area must be included in the partnership related to services in a geographic service area.
Target Population:  The target population is community dwelling persons age 60 or older.  However, other community dwelling persons with disabilities or chronic diseases may participate in these intervention programs.  When possible, funds from other public or private sources should be applied to offset the cost of participants under age 60.  

Applicants must describe their target population(s) in terms of:

· Socio-demographic characteristics, including racial/ethnic minority composition. 

· Population size and geographic distribution.

· Number to be served by the program.

· Estimated extent of unmet need.

· Risk factors for this age group or the disease or disability that will be addressed by the program.

Partnerships:   At the State level, AoA is requiring that there be a full partnership between the State Aging and the State Health Departments in the implementation of these projects.  It is desirable (but optional) to include the State Medicaid Agency as a partner.  States may identify and include other public or private State level organizations that can play a constructive role in building evidence-based prevention service systems that benefit older adults.  The State partnership must explicitly include (designate) an internal agency or external partner (such as an academic organization) that will assist, monitor, assure, and report on the extent to which the evidence-based disease prevention models on which this program is based are implemented with fidelity to the models selected for implementation.  In addition, a letter of support from the Governor’s office is required that indicates support of the project, names the lead agency, and indicates support for a strong partnership effort between the State Health Department and the State Agency on Aging.  

The partnerships required at the community level include certain key community organizations.  They must be full partners in the design, implementation, and evaluation of the program. Community partners include at a minimum:

1. A community-based aging services provider organization to deliver the evidence-based program, to coordinate older adults’ access to the program, and to coordinate services from other providers such as health care providers.  For purposes of this grant program, an aging services provider organization must currently be operating a program that primarily serves older adults and is funded (at least in part) through the Older Americans Act.  A Native American Tribal Organization funded under Title VI of the Older Americans Act can be included as an aging services provider under this grant announcement.  

2. 
An AAA to help insure that the program is linked to appropriate organizations in the Aging Services Network including other public and private community partners, and to help promote the adoption, expansion, and sustainability of successful community programs.  

NOTE: A State grantee under this grants program may provide the funds to the aging services provider organizations through AAAs, or may provide the funds directly to the aging services provider organizations.   However, not less than 75% of the federal funds received under this grant must be allocated to the aging services provider organizations to support the delivery of the evidence-based programs to older adults. 

EXCEPTIONS TO THE AAA PARTNER REQUIREMENT:  If the potential local partner is a Native American Tribal Organization, the organization may, but is not required to, coordinate with an Area Agency on Aging.  However, if no AAA is included, the narrative must address how the activities described above for the AAA will otherwise be executed.

If the applicant is a Single Planning and Service Area State, the narrative must also address how the role of the State Agency on Aging will include the AAA role.

3.  A health care provider organization, such as a health plan or health department, to assure the quality and appropriateness of the program’s health components and to enhance and promote coordination between the social service aging network and the health care service system in providing comprehensive service.

No organization may fulfill more than one of the three required partnership roles noted above.

Additional State level or sub-State partners may include:

· A research organization, such as an institution of higher learning, to assist with translating the evidence-based model into a program, maintaining fidelity to the evidence-based intervention, and assisting in the training, evaluation, cost assessment, and other technical aspects of the program.  

· A Local Health Department which, in addition to serving as the health partner, may have the capacity to perform the roles described for the “Research Organization,” or assist in the implementation of services.

· An Aging and Disability Resource Center (ADRC) which can help clients access the disease and disability prevention programs and help clients address current or future long term care issues.  ADRCs are not available in all places, but as they are established, they should become partners in evidence-based disease and disability prevention programs 
· Other community organizations that may assist in meeting program goals including, but not limited to:  local foundations, charitable organizations, professional associations, USDA Extension Service programs, community organizations not currently receiving Older Americans Act funds, mental health agencies, and many others.

Technical Assistance for Grantees:  AoA has funded a National Resource Center for Evidence-Based Prevention Programs to assist us, our partners, program organizers, and others in developing evidence-based prevention programs.  In addition, AHRQ and other national partners are planning substantial training efforts to strengthen the capacity of both public and private sector organizations to accelerate the development and implementation of evidence-based prevention programs for older adults.  The Aging Services Network and the health and public health networks will be the focus of these training and technical assistance efforts.
Cooperative Agreements  These new grants will be issued as cooperative agreements because AoA anticipates having substantial involvement with the recipients during the performance of funded activities. This involvement may include collaboration, participation, or intervention in the funded activities. AoA will also be involved in developing and implementing the funded projects by conducting application reviews and providing technical assistance, training, guidance, and oversight throughout the three-year project period.  This will include training and contact with the State agency, Area Agency on Aging, and the aging services provider organizations that receive and administer service funds through the grant, and other partners that are participating substantially in developing the Evidence-Based Disease Prevention (EBDP) program.  Grantees will be expected to maintain regular contact with their Federal project officer and to cooperate with the AoA Resource Center that will be providing technical assistance.  Grantees will also be expected to share with AoA all significant products from their projects.
Award Size:  AoA plans to fund up to 12 grants totaling up to $300,000 per project for each year for a three year period. Grantees are required to make a non-financial or cash recipient contribution (match) of at least twenty five percent (25%) of the total grant award.    

A key consideration is that the size of the award correlates with the significance of the proposed projects, rather than with the size of the State.  Significance will be measured in terms of the breadth of the program (i.e., the potential number of people affected and the degree of enduring change in the system).  

AoA reserves the right to offer a funding level that differs from the requested amount and to negotiate with the applicant regarding the scope and intensity of effort that would be appropriate and commensurate with the final funding level. AoA also reserves the right to select alternates from the pool of applicants, and to defer funding of some proposals to future fiscal years. 

Private Pay Clients   States may propose to serve private pay clients or use client cost sharing consistent with State policy under this initiative. The discretionary funds being used for this initiative are authorized under Title IV of the Older Americans Act, and are therefore, not subject to the restrictions on serving private pay clients or on cost sharing arrangements that apply to Title III of Act. 
Use of Funds:  These grant awards will provide funds to develop, implement, and sustain high quality evidence-based prevention programs and systems.  Applicants must demonstrate that the grant: (a) establishes new capacity or significantly enhances existing capabilities; (b) does not duplicate existing work or supplant existing funding; and (c) devotes all funding under the new proposal to activities that advance the goal and vision of the program.

III. 
ELIGIBILITY INFORMATION   

1.  Eligible Applicants  
State Aging Agencies and State Health Departments may apply for these grants.  Only one application may be submitted by a State.  Whichever State agency applies, the proposal must reflect the full commitment and cooperation of the other State agency.  This should be reflected in a formal and detailed cooperative agreement or memorandum of understanding attached to the application.  The whole proposal, including the work plan, should reflect substantial mutual effort, cooperation, and substantive contributions by each agency throughout the grant period.  In addition, a letter of support from the Governor’s office is required that indicates support of the project, names the lead agency, and indicates support for a strong partnership effort between the State Health Department and the State Agency on Aging

2.  Cost Sharing or Matching 

Under this grant program, AoA will fund no more than 75% of the project’s total cost, meaning the applicant must cover at least 25% of the total cost with non-federal resources.  In other words, for every three (3) dollars received in federal funding, the applicant must contribute at least one (1) dollar in non-federal resources toward the project’s total cost (i.e., the amount on line 15g.).  This “three-to-one” ratio is reflected in the formula included under Item 15 in Attachment B.  You can use this formula to calculate your minimum required match.  A common error applicants make is to match 25% of the federal share, rather than 25% of the project’s total cost.  Match is not one of the responsiveness criteria as noted in Section III 3. Application Screening Criteria. 

3.  Application Screening Criteria  

All applications will be screened to assure a level playing field for all applications.  Applications that fail to meet the four screening criteria described below will not be reviewed and will receive no further consideration. 
In order for an application to be reviewed, it must meet the following screening requirements:

1. Applications must be submitted via www.grants.gov by midnight (Eastern Daylight Savings Time) August 31, 2006. 

2. The project narrative section of the application must be double-spaced, on 8 ½” x 11” pages with 1” margins on both sides, and a Times Roman font size of not less than 12.

3. The project narrative of each application submission must not exceed 25 pages.  NOTE: The project work plan, letters of commitment, and vitae of key project personnel are not counted as part of the project narrative for purposes of the 25-page limit.  
4.     The application must not request more than $300,000 in federal funds per year under this announcement for each of the three project years covered by this grant program

The project narrative is the most important part of the application, since it will be used as the primary basis to determine whether or not your project meets the minimum requirements for grants under Title IV of the Older Americans Act.  The project narrative should provide a clear and concise description of your project.  The project narrative should reflect the three-year timeframe of this grant announcement, particularly the sections on Performance Goals and Indicators, Evaluation, Dissemination, and Work Plan.  However, more detail should be provided on the work to be accomplished in the first year of the grant.  AoA recommends that your project narrative include the following components in the order listed below.  In writing your narrative, please supplement the instructions below with the information contained in Section V, Application Review Information.  

Summary/Abstract.  This section should include a brief - no more than 300 word - description of the proposed project including the goals and objectives, proposed activities, and anticipated outcomes.  Detailed instructions for completing the summary/abstract are included in Attachment E of this document. (Length not to exceed one page.) 

Problem Statement.  This section should be used to describe the need for developing EBDP programs in your State.  This should include what EBDP programs are already in place and the accessibility of these programs to older adults to the extent that is known.  Provide appropriate demographic and epidemiological information as it applies to the 

State and to specific sub-State geographic areas where the intervention(s) program will be implemented.  This section should include a description of the problems this proposal is intended to address through the proposed intervention program.  

Proposed Intervention Program.   This section should provide a clear and concise description of the intervention program you are proposing to use to address the problems described in the previous section.  You should also describe your overall approach including any plans, in addition to those proposed for funding through this opportunity, to further advance the EBDP program in your State.  Applicants should include the specific EBDP programs that they intend to implement (CDSMP and potentially others), the specific geographic areas targeted, and the partners that will implement at least three of the local projects required in this grant announcement.  Your proposal will not be considered competitive if you submit a plan to select EBDP programs and designate local partnerships at a later point.  At least three complete sub-State projects must be submitted in substantial detail in the application.  Additional types of EBDP intervention programs in other communities also may be proposed.  You should note any major barriers you anticipate and how your project will be able to overcome these barriers.  This section should also describe how the project would improve collaboration in providing services among health, public health and Aging Services Network agencies at the State and local level.  

Involvement of Key Partners.  Describe in detail the roles and makeup of the strategic State and local partnerships that will be involved in implementing the intervention program, including other agencies, organizations, funding entities, and/or citizen groups. (Attach key formal agreements to the proposal.) Describe how the EBDP program will coordinate with other programs and organizations to carry out the proposed activities. Performance Goals and Indicators.  Provide a description of measurable performance goals and indicators you will use to measure the success of your project.  AoA and the Resource Center for EBDP programs will provide simple software to maintain and report participant/client (anonymous) activities.  With respect to participants/clients served, we require at least:

· The number of participants/clients that participate in each program

· Their age, gender, and self-identified ethnicity

· The number of sessions out of the total number for a complete course that is attended by each participant/client, or the number of contacts by a case manager (e.g., for CDSMP, Participant #62 attended sessions 1, 2, 4, 5, 6.)

· The evaluative feedback from the participant/client measured at the end of their participation in the program. 

· One or two indicators that the intervention program was implemented with fidelity to its core design features.  The AoA Resource Center for EBDP programs will work with grantees and partners on outcome indicators and formative evaluation methods to facilitate attention to fidelity and continuous program improvement.  Examples of ways to assist with and track fidelity for some programs are available on the CHA Web site at www.healthyagingprograms.org.   In related work, AoA will use a sample-based evaluation to assess the operations and effects of the program in more detail than the minimum core information provided above.  

Each applicant should describe their capacity, objectives, and proposed measures to track the progress of persons who participate in the EBDP program, how this tracking will be used, and plans for sustaining the program.

Project Management.  This section should include a clear delineation of the roles and responsibilities of project staff, consultants, and partner organizations, and how they will contribute to achieving the project’s stated objectives and outcomes.  It should specify who will have day-to-day responsibility for key tasks such as leadership of the project, monitoring the project’s on-going progress (including training and monitoring fidelity of the program), preparation of reports, and communications with other partners and with AoA.  It should also describe the approach that will be used to monitor and track progress of the project’s tasks and in meeting the objectives.  

Annual Training  State Agency partners and each of the 3 (or more) local intervention programs should budget to send one person (for a total of at least 5 people) to attend an annual training and information exchange program in the Washington D.C. area, each year of the 3-year grant period.  

Evaluation.  The grantee and partners should describe in detail the formative evaluation and continuous improvement systems that they will use at both the State and local levels.  These must address program development and coordination and describe how program quality will be monitored.  States are encouraged to review existing materials about their selected programs, contact agencies that have already implemented the program, and work with their research partners to design useful and appropriate evaluation methods.  

Dissemination.   This section should describe the method that will be used to disseminate the program results in a timely manner and in an easily understood format.  Information and mentoring should be targeted and focused toward achieving a statewide system of disease and disability prevention programs and fostering such programs in other States and sub-State areas.  The results should focus on the opportunities and barriers to statewide coverage of the program and the feasibility of implementing additional types of disease and disability prevention programs for seniors or people with disability, regardless of age.  Proposals should budget for at least one person from each State agency to attend the annual ASA/NCOA National Aging Conference or a similar national conference to disseminate the program.  The disease and disability prevention program sites may also budget moderate levels of conference travel to participate in dissemination activities that will be organized by AoA, the Evidence-Based Disease Prevention Program Resource Center, and our partners.  
Organizational Capability.  Each application should include a description of their organizational capability and vitae for key project personnel.  A capability description for both State partners should be included to demonstrate that the lead State agency and its partner have the capacity to implement the program.  Similarly, the local entities that will be implementing the EBDP program at the community level should demonstrate that they have this capacity.  Include a short vitae only for key project staff.  Also include information about any contractual organization(s) that will have a significant role(s) in implementing the program and achieving project goals. 

Project Map.  Include a project map of the State with county boundaries, major cities, and PSA boundaries and shade those PSAs selected for this project.  Give the population 60+ for the State and for each of the selected PSAs.
Work Plan.  The work plan should reflect and be consistent with the project narrative and budget.  It should include a statement of the project’s overall goal, key objectives, anticipated outcome(s), and the major tasks/action steps that will be undertaken to achieve these.  It is critical that the work plan reflect substantial active involvement of partners at both the State and local levels.  There should be “sub-work plans” for each of the three (or more) sub-State geographic areas implementing an intervention program.  For each major task/action step, the work plan should identify the timeframes involved (including start and end dates) and the lead person responsible for completing the task.  Please use the work plan template included as Attachment D in this announcement.
Letters of Commitment from Key Participating Organizations and Agencies.  Include letters confirming the commitments to the project made by key collaborating organizations and agencies.  Any organization that is specifically named as having a significant role in carrying out the project should be considered a key collaborator.  In addition, a letter of support from the Governor’s office is required that indicates support of the project, names the lead agency, and indicates support for a strong partnership effort between the State Health Department and the State Agency on Aging.   

Vitae.  Include a short vitae only for key project staff.

Is the time commitment of the proposed director and other key project personnel sufficient to assure proper direction, management and timely completion of the project?  Are budget line items clearly delineated and consistent with work plan objectives?

An independent review panel of at least three individuals will evaluate applications that pass the initial screening. Instructions for Completing the Project Summary/Abstract

· All applications for grant funding must include a Summary/Abstract that concisely describes the proposed project. It should be written for the general public.

· To ensure uniformity, please limit the length to no more than 300 words on a single page with a Times Roman font size of not less than 12, doubled-spaced. 

· The abstract must include the project’s goal(s), objectives, overall approach (including target population and significant partnerships), anticipated outcomes, products, and duration. The following are very simple descriptions of these terms, and a sample Compendium abstract.

Goal(s) – broad, overall purpose, usually in a mission statement, i.e. what you want to do, where you want to be

Objective(s) – narrow, more specific, identifiable or measurable steps toward a goal. Part of the planning process or sequence (the “how”). Specific performances which will result in the attainment of a goal.


Outcomes  - measurable results of a project. Positive benefits or negative changes, or measurable characteristics that occur as a result of an organization’s or program’s activities. (outcomes are the end-point)

Products – materials, deliverables.

AOA’s Match Requirement


Under this and other OAA programs, AoA will fund no more than 75 % of the project’s total cost, which means the applicant must cover at least 25% of the project’s total cost with non-federal resources.  In other words, for every three (3) dollars received in federal funding, the applicant must contribute at least one (1) dollar in non-federal resources toward the project’s total cost (i.e., the amount on line 15g.).  This “three-to-one” ratio is reflected in the following formula which you can use to calculate your minimum required match:

For example, if you request $100,000 in federal funds, then your minimum match requirement is $100,000/3 or $33,333.





A common error applicants make is to match 25% of the federal share, rather than 25% of the project’s total cost, so be sure to use one of the formulas above to calculate your match requirement. 


If the required non-federal share is not met by a funded project, AoA will disallow any unmatched federal dollars.
