Empowering Older People To Take More Control of their Health 
Through Evidence-Based Prevention Programs
1.
What are the requirements for annual conference attendance?


Under the original FY 2006 grant, grantees were required to send grant representatives to 

both a national conference (such ASA/NCOA) and the annual EBDP grantee training 

held in DC.  


For the purposes of this supplement, we are only requiring that grantees send three 


representatives to the annual EBDP grantee training held in DC.  Two 

representatives must be state representatives from Aging and Public Health and 

one must be a community-level provider for a total of three required participants.  

While grantees are encouraged to disseminate program findings at national conferences, 

such as ASA/NCOA, AoA recognizes that many states are currently experiencing budget 

crises and have constraints on travel.

2.
When should I submit my no-cost extension or carryover of funds from the original 

FY 2006 grant?

Applicants submitting proposals for the current supplemental opportunity do not need to 

submit a request for a no-cost extension or carryover at this time.  States who are 
awarded supplemental funding will receive a Notice of Award (NoA) which reflects the 

current award and any additional unobligated balanced left from the original FY 2006 

grant award.  


States who apply for this current opportunity but do not receive an award should submit 

a request for a no-cost extension for any unobligated balances left from the original FY 


2006 grant.  AoA’s program office will contact these grantees to provide guidance on 

submitting the appropriate information for a no-cost extension.  

States who choose not to apply for this current opportunity and have unobligated 


balances from the original FY 2006 grant should submit a request for a no-cost 


extension at this time.  AoA’s program office will contact these grantees to inquiry about 


submitting no-cost extensions.

What if I want to change partners under this supplemental opportunity?

There are two kinds of partners recognized by the original FY 2006 grant application:  


required partners and recommended partners.  Required partnerships are the State Aging 


Agency, the Public Health Agency, and a community level partner.  Recommended (not 


required) partners include ADRCs, and local health departments and research 

organizations.  


Required State Agency partners cannot change.  However, the community partner, such 


as an aging service provider, AAA, or health care provider organization can change if the 

community of older adults receiving the intervention will not experience discontinued or 

limited service as a result of the change in the community partner.

What if I want to use this funding opportunity to provide EBDP Programming to 

another geographic area?

An applicant is encouraged to propose expansion to other geographic area as long as 


the geographic area selected in the FY 2006 proposal continues providing a sustained 

level of EBDP programming which meets the original goals of the FY 2006 grant and the 

proposal.
5.
Can I propose to use another intervention which was not initially mentioned in my 


original FY 2006 grant proposal?

Yes.  An applicant may propose to use another intervention, as long as it does not 


substitute or discontinue the use of an intervention which was originally proposed in its 


FY 2006 grant proposal.  


Interventions must meet the criteria presented in the original FY 2006 program 


announcement.  Those criteria are as follows:

Based on the principles described in the above document, States should use the following criteria in selecting intervention programs: 

· The proposed intervention is based upon rigorously conducted research (a randomized controlled trial) with results published in a peer-reviewed journal.

· The proposed intervention has been developed and tested on older adults or a rationale must be presented for why the intervention is likely to work with older adults.  

· The proposed intervention is replicable in a community-based setting (i.e. in a non-medical setting).  

Evidence that your intervention supports the above criteria should be submitted in an appendix.

While grantees have a choice of the intervention they choose to use, AoA strongly encourages all grantees to consider expanding the Stanford Chronic Disease Self-Management Program.
6.
Do I need to provide CVs for staff or letters of commitment from partners?

Only if the staff or partners are new and will be included as a result of this supplemental 


funding opportunity.
7.
What is the process of securing a waiver if my state cannot meet the matching 


requirement?

An applicant may apply for a waiver in two ways:


(1)  
in their supplemental application via attachment briefly providing 



justification as to why the State cannot meet the matching requirement or


(2)
try to meet the required match at the time of application, but at any time during 



the period of the grant, if the grantee can no longer meet the match, submit a 



waiver request.
8.
Can I use another grant’s funds as an in-kind match for the grant?


Yes, if the in-kind match is not from a federal source.  
9.
Are attachments included in the five page limit?

No.  Attachments are not included in the five page limit.  You may attach other 


documents to your application which can provide more detailed information about the 


current success of your grant and/or your plans for the supplemental funding opportunity 


which could not be provided in the five-page proposal limit.
