Background: In Fiscal Year 2009, Congress appropriated first-time funding for the new Lifespan Respite Care Program to help states develop and enhance coordinated, accessible community-based respite care programs for caregivers across the lifespan.  Respite care is planned or emergency short-term relief to caregivers from the demands of ongoing care for an individual with special needs or at risk of abuse or neglect.

Assistant Secretary Greenlee will share with the conference participants, who represent state respite coalitions from across the United States, the Administration on Aging’s plans for implementing the new program as well as her priorities during her tenure which include a strong emphasis on caregiver support.
