Overview:  

Under this announcement, the Administration on Aging (AoA) will fund one cooperative agreement for a national technical assistance center which, in turn, will solicit and award competitive grants for innovative, local, multigenerational and civic engagement projects. This center will provide training and technical assistance to these grantees and disseminate information about the programs.  Depending on availability of funds, projects will be funded for up to three years at an annual cost of up to $980,584.
I. FUNDING OPPORTUNITY DESCRIPTION  

Statutory Authority: 

The statutory authority for grants under this program announcement is contained in Title IV of the Older Americans Act (OAA) (42U.S.C. 3032), as amended by the Older Americans Act Amendments of 2006, P.L. 109-365 (Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance 93.048, Title IV Discretionary Projects).

This program announcement will describe funding opportunities for organizations to work with older individuals and other volunteers to participate in civic engagement, including multigenerational, activities.

The 2006 amendments to the OAA define civic engagement and multigenerational activities as follows:


Civic Engagement Activities.  “An individual or collective action designed to 
address a public concern or an unmet human, educational, health care, 
environmental, or public safety need.” (Title I, Sec 101(a) (46)

Multigenerational Activity.  “An activity that provides an opportunity for 
interaction between two or more individuals of different generations, including 
activities connecting older individuals and youth in a child care program, a youth 
day care program, an educational assistance program, an at-risk youth 
intervention program, a juvenile delinquency treatment program, a before-or 
after-school program, a library program, or a family support program.” (Title IV, 
Sec 417 (h) (1).
For the purposes of this announcement, the term “civic engagement” will be used and understood to include multigenerational and other volunteer activities.
According to Section 417 of the OAA as amended in 2006, the Assistant Secretary of Aging (ASA) shall award grants and enter into contracts with eligible organizations to carry out projects to--
· Provide opportunities for older individuals to participate in multigenerational activities and civic engagement activities designed to meet critical community needs, and use the full range of time, skills, and experience of older individuals, including demonstration and support projects that--
· Provide support for grandparents and other older individuals who are relative
caregivers (such as kinship navigator programs); or
· Involve volunteers who are older individuals who provide support and information to families who have a child with a disability or chronic illness, or other families in need of such family support; and

· Coordinate multigenerational activities and civic engagement activities, promote volunteerism, and facilitate development of and participation in multigenerational activities and civic engagement activities.
The amendments provide for the civic engagement demonstration grants described in this announcement.  The amendments are in line with a recent report, The Health Benefits of Volunteering: A Review of Recent Research, conducted by the Corporation for National and Community Service (CNCS).  The report reviews recent scientific research documenting major findings demonstrating the relationship between health and volunteering - finding significant connections between volunteering and good health.  The report shows that volunteers have greater longevity, higher functional ability, lower rates of depression and less incidence of heart disease.  Older volunteers are the most likely to receive greater benefits from volunteering, whether because they are more likely to face higher incidence of illness or because volunteering provides them with physical and social activity and a sense of purpose at a time when their social roles are changing.
Program Description: 





Applicants for this opportunity must solicit and fund local projects and demonstrate extensive experience in providing training, technical assistance, evaluation and guidance to local civic engagement volunteer projects.  They will be asked to identify and disseminate best practice models, provide guidance on program evaluation and provide a report on ways to enhance volunteer activities in the aging network, with particular attention on modernizing OAA programs to support innovative, and flexible volunteer service opportunities that attract Baby Boomers.

The successful applicant should consider how it can design its technical assistant component in a way that supports AoA’s goals and objectives as outlined in the 2007-2012 Strategic Action Plan available at http://www.aoa.gov/about/strategic/AoA%20Strategic%20Action%20Plan%202007-2012.pdf.

The application must include a detailed plan and methodology for assisting the local projects.  The successful applicant will be expected to:

· Solicit and award local civic engagement projects funded under this announcement (see Solicitation of Local Project Applications below). The successful applicant will be expected to assess the viability and feasibility of each project’s model for replication. 

· Assist all grantees at the crucial planning and implementation stages and offer recommendations and guidance for future program developments.  

· Provide training, technical assistance and guidance in developing and operating programs to these local grants. 
· Provide local grants with timely and relevant background information regarding effective intergenerational volunteer programming; 

· Assist in strategic planning for the long-term continuation of the projects;

· Develop materials to assist grantees (e.g. a toolkit, newsletter, website);

· Develop partnerships with other national volunteer organizations such as the Corporation for National and Community Service;

· Develop a dissemination strategy of “Best Practices;” and
· Conduct program evaluation (see Program Evaluation below). 

Eligibility:
As set forth in Section 417 of the OAA, the ASA shall give preference to:
· Eligible organizations with a demonstrated record of carrying out multigenerational activities or civic engagement activities;

· Eligible organizations proposing multigenerational activity projects that will serve older individuals and communities with the greatest need (with particular attention to low-income minority individuals, older individuals with limited English proficiency, older individuals residing in rural areas, and low-income minority communities;

· Eligible organizations proposing civic engagement projects that will serve communities with the greatest need; and 

· Eligible organizations with the capacity to develop meaningful roles and assignments that use the time, skills, and experience of older individuals to serve public and nonprofit organizations.

Solicitation of Local Civic Engagement Project Applications:
The successful grantee must solicit and fund applications for local projects within three (3) months of receipt of an award.  Applicants are asked to demonstrate a systematic approach for choosing and funding local civic engagement projects.   Applicants should also demonstrate how they will cooperate with local Area Agencies on Aging.                        

Funding for innovative civic engagement projects will be available for to up to twelve (12) projects.  Each separate award will be up to $60,000.  Potential applicants must have a demonstrated record of carrying out civic engagement activities.  

Program Evaluation:
The technical assistant grantee will be required to conduct an evaluation of the local projects and to provide AoA with a report on the effectiveness and impact of civic engagement activities on the community, the organization and the individual.  At the minimum, the report should contain the following information: (OAA section 417).  
· Description of the local projects;
· Description of methods and success of projects in recruiting older volunteers to participate in the projects;
· Types of volunteer activities developed;
· Description of the success of the projects in retaining older individuals participating in the projects as volunteers;
· A strategy for disseminating the findings resulting from the projects; and

· Any policy change recommendations related to the projects.
The evaluation should also identify and share best practices and lessons learned in implementing local projects, including successful strategies used to overcome local barriers, and opportunities for enhancing local programs, including the use of alternative funding sources.  

Expectations - Requirements and Deliverables:
The successful applicant is expected to provide training and technical assistance and to solicit grant applications and award grants.  All projects must provide program and budget reports, provide data as requested, disseminate information about their program, and have strong replication and sustainability plans. 

Local projects will have the opportunity to modify and/or adopt new approaches to their programs and to contribute to the transfer of “lessons learned” from other civic engagement programs to assist future volunteer programs.

At a minimum, the technical assistance grantee will be expected to produce: 

· Written specifications (solicitations) for the local projects; the process and criteria to be used in awarding grants; and for continuing to fund these projects beyond the first year; 
· A completed solicitation and award process during the first three months of the award to ensure all grants are awarded with an effective program and budget period in a timely manner;
· Local projects operating in up to 12 communities;
· Written plan and methodology for monitoring all grantees, and providing  technical assistance;
· Site visits to new programs and orientation for each local project director;
· Annual Conferences;
· Documented results of technical assistance (e.g., types of problems and resolutions);
· Development of resource materials (e.g. newsletter, bulletins, etc.); and
· Semi-annual reports summarizing outcomes achieved by the technical assistance grantee and the local projects, including an annual report that quantifies:

· the number of volunteers recruited, trained and placed; 

· the number of programs/families/children served;

· the average cost per volunteer placed;

· the total number of volunteer hours donated;

· the average number of volunteer hours donated;

· the estimated dollar value of each volunteer hour donated;

· the estimated total value of volunteer hours donated; 

· the updates on outreach efforts to reach grassroots faith-based and         community organizations; and

· the number of grassroots faith-based and community organizations       who applied for the subgrants.

The Final Report should include summaries of each local project.  Each individual summary should highlight “lessons learned” for that program so that it can benefit from the experience and its contribution to the collective group effort for the development of other volunteer programs. 
II. AWARD INFORMATION 

The AoA plans to award a single cooperative agreement of approximately $980,584 as the federal share of the project per year for a project period of three (3) years.  There are two major areas that must be addressed by the applicant for consideration for funding:

1. Technical Assistance

Applicants should recognize, however, that the continuation award for the second and third year of the project is contingent upon the availability of Title IV funds and satisfactory performance.    Grantees are required to cover at least 25% of the total program costs from non-federal cash or in-kind resources.  

Funding under this announcement will be for one year with the opportunity for two additional years of funding.  The program and budget periods will be September 30, 2007 through May 31, 2008.  Subsequent budget periods will start on June 1st and end on 
May 31st.
This award will be issued as Cooperative Agreements because AoA anticipates having substantial involvement with the recipient during performance of funded activities. This involvement may include:

· ▪     Assisting the project leadership in understanding the strategic goals and objectives, policy perspectives, and priorities of the AoA by sharing such information on an ongoing basis via e-mail, conference calls, briefings, and other consultations;   

· Providing technical assistance and support on grant management and implementation issues, including execution of the cooperative agreement;

· Defining project performance criteria and expectations; and,

· Monitoring, evaluating and supporting the project’s efforts in achieving performance goals. 

III. 
ELIGIBILITY INFORMATION   

1. Eligible Applicants
Eligible applicants include domestic public or private and non-profit entities, including state, local and Indian tribal governments, faith-based organizations, community-based organizations, hospitals, and institutions of higher education. Applicants must have the capacity to award local project grants nationwide; demonstrate an understanding of civic engagement programs and volunteer programming; and have extensive experience in providing technical assistance and grants to community based organizations nationwide involved in programs serving seniors or senior volunteers.
2. Matching 

Under this OAA program, AoA will fund no more than 75% of the project’s total cost, which means the applicant must cover at least 25% of the project’s total cost with non-federal resources.  In other words, for every three (3) dollars received in federal funding, the applicant must contribute at least one (1) dollar in non-federal resources toward the project’s total cost (i.e., the amount on line 18g of the SF 424).  This “three-to-one” ratio is reflected in the formula included under Item 18 in Attachment A.  You can use this formula to calculate your minimum required match.  A common error applicants make is to match 25% of the federal share, rather than 25% of the project’s total cost.  Please note, applications with a match greater than the minimum required will not receive additional consideration under the review.  Match is not one of the responsiveness criteria as noted in Section III, 3 Application Screening Criteria. 
3. Application Screening Criteria  

All applications will be screened to assure a level playing field for all applicants.  Applications that fail to meet the three screening criteria described below will not be reviewed and will receive no further consideration. 
In order for an application to be reviewed, it must meet the following screening requirements:

1. Applications must be submitted electronically via www.grants.gov by midnight, July 31, 2007. 

2. The Project Narrative section of the Application must be double-spaced, on 8 ½” x 11” pages with 1” margins on both sides, and a font size of not less than 11.

3. The Project Narrative of each application submission must not exceed 20 pages.  NOTE: The Project Work Plan, Letters of Commitment, and Vitae of Key Project Personnel are not counted as part of the Project Narrative for purposes of the 20-page limit.

· We may request that you provide original signatures on forms at a later date.

· Each year organizations registered to apply for federal grants through www.grants.gov will need to renew their registration with the Central Contractor Registry (CCR). You can register with the CCR online and it will take about 30 minutes (www.grants.gov/CCRRegister). You should receive your CCR registration within 7 – 10 business days.  

2.  Content and Form of Application Submission    

a.  DUNS Number 

The Office of Management and Budget requires applicants to provide a Dun and Bradstreet (D&B) Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS) number when applying for Federal grants or cooperative agreements on or after October 1, 2003.  It is entered on the SF-424.  It is a unique, nine-digit identification number, which provides unique identifiers of single business entities.  The DUNS number is free and easy to obtain.

b.  Project Narrative

The Project Narrative must be double-spaced, on 8 ½” x 11” paper with 1” margins on both sides, and a font size of not less than 11. You can use smaller font sizes to fill in the Standard Forms and Sample Formats.  The suggested length for the Project Narrative is ten to twenty pages; twenty pages is the maximum length allowed. AoA will not accept applications with a Project Narrative that exceeds 20 pages. The Project Work Plan, Letters of Committment, and Vitae of Key Personnel are not counted as part of the Project Narrative for purposes of the 20-page limit, but all of the other sections noted below are included in the limit.

The components counted as part of the 20 page limit include:

· Summary/Abstract

· Problem Statement

· Goal(s) and Objective(s)

· Proposed Intervention

· Special Target Populations and Organizations

· Outcomes

· Project Management

· Evaluation

· Dissemination

· Organizational Capability

The Project Narrative is the most important part of the application, since it will be used as the primary basis to determine whether or not your project meets the minimum requirements for grants under Title IV of the OAA.  The Project Narrative should provide a clear and concise description of your project. AoA recommends that your project narrative include the following components: 

Summary/Abstract.  This section should include a one page - 300 words maximum - description of the proposed project, including: the goal, priority area(s), target population, activities, products and measurable outcomes.  Detailed instructions for completing the summary/abstract are included in Attachment E of this document. 

Problem Statement.  This section should describe, in both quantitative and qualitative terms, the nature and scope of the particular problem or issue the proposed intervention is designed to address, including how the project will potentially affect the targeted elderly population and/or their caregivers (including specific subgroups within those populations). 

Goals and Objectives.   This section should consist of a description of the project’s goal(s) and major objectives in terms of this priority area.  Unless the project involves multiple, complex interventions, we recommend you have only one overall goal. 
Proposed Intervention.   This section should provide a clear and concise description of the intervention you are proposing to use to address the problem described in the “Problem Statement”.  You should also describe the rationale for using the particular intervention, including factors such as: “lessons learned” for similar projects previously tested in your community, or in other areas of the country; factors in the larger environment that have created the “right conditions” for the intervention (e.g., existing social, economic or political factors that you will be able to take advantage of, etc.). Also note any major barriers you anticipate encountering, and how your project will be able to overcome those barriers.  Be sure to describe the role and makeup of strategic partnerships you plan to involve in implementing the intervention, including other organizations, funders, and/or consumer groups. 

Special Target Populations and Organizations.   This section should describe how you plan to systematically involve community-based organizations experienced with the target population in the planning and implementation of the proposed project and should propose strategies for targeting minority and hard-to-reach populations, including low-income, rural, isolated, and limited English-speaking individuals.  
Outcomes.  This section of the project narrative must clearly identify the measurable outcome(s) that will result from the project.  (NOTE: AoA will not fund any project that does not include measurable outcomes).  This section should also describe how the project’s findings might benefit the field at large, (e.g., how the findings could help other organizations throughout the nation to address the same or similar problems).   List measurable outcomes in the attached Work Plan Grid (Attachment D) under “Measurable Outcomes” in addition to any discussion included in the narrative along with a description of how the project might benefit the field at large.  
A “measurable outcome” is an observable end-result that describes how a particular intervention benefits consumers.  It demonstrates the functional status, mental well-being, knowledge, skill, attitude, awareness or behavior.  It can also describe a change in the degree to which consumers exercise choice over the types of services they receive, or whether they are satisfied with the way a service is delivered.  Additional examples include: a change in the responsiveness or cost-effectiveness of a service delivery system; a new model of support or care that can be replicated in the aging network; or new knowledge that can contribute to the field of aging.  A measurable outcome is not a measurable “output”, such as: the number of clients served; the number of training sessions held; or the number of service units provided.

You should keep the focus of this section on describing what outcome(s) will be produced by the project. You should use the Evaluation section noted below to describe how the outcome(s) will be measured and reported.   
Your application will be scored on the clarity and nature of your proposed outcomes, not on the number of outcomes cited.  It is totally appropriate for a project to have only ONE outcome that it is trying to achieve through the intervention reflected in the project’s design. 
Project Management.  This section should include a clear delineation of the roles and responsibilities of project staff, consultants and partner organizations, and how they will contribute to achieving the project’s objectives and outcomes.  It should specify who would have day-to-day responsibility for key tasks such as: leadership of project; monitoring the project’s on-going progress, preparation of reports; communications with other partners and AoA.  It should also describe the approach that will be used to monitor and track progress on the project’s tasks and objectives.  
Evaluation.  This section should describe the method(s), techniques and tools that will be used to:  1) measure the success of the proposed intervention, products and practices in achieving anticipated outcomes; and 2) document project “lessons learned” (both positive and negative) that will be useful to other aging and non-aging programs interested in replicating the intervention, if it proves successful.
Dissemination.   This section should describe the method that will be used to disseminate the project’s results and findings in a timely manner and in easily understandable formats to parties, including the aging network and other multigenerational and civic engagement projects, who might be interested in using the results of the project to inform practice, service delivery, program development, and/or policy-making, including and especially those parties who would be interested in replicating the project.

Organizational Capability Statement.  Each application should include an organizational capability statement and vitae for key project personnel.  The organizational capability statement should describe how the applicant agency (or the particular division of a larger agency which will have responsibility for this project) is organized, the nature and scope of its work and/or the capabilities it possesses.  This description should cover capabilities of the applicant agency not included in the program narrative, such as any current or previous relevant experience and/or the record of the project team in preparing cogent and useful reports, publications, and other products. If appropriate, include an organization chart showing the relationship of the project to the current organization. Please attach short vitae for key project staff only.   Neither vitas nor an organizational chart will count towards the narrative page limit.  Also include information about any contractual organization(s) that will have a significant role(s) in implementing project and achieving project goals.  

Work Plan.  The Project Work Plan should reflect and be consistent with the Project Narrative and Budget.  It should include a statement of the project’s overall goal, anticipated outcome(s), key objectives, and the major tasks / action steps that will be pursued to achieve the goal and outcome(s).  For each major task / action step, the work plan should identify the timeframes (including start- and end-dates), and the lead person/partner or collaborator responsible for completing the task. The work plan must clearly identify the actions and timetable to implement statewide program coverage. Please use the sample work plan format included in Attachment D.  

Letters of Commitment from Key Participating Organizations and Agencies.  
Include confirmation of the commitments to the project (should it be funded) made by key collaborating organizations and agencies in this part of the application.   Any organization that is specifically named to have a significant role in carrying out the project should be considered an essential collaborator.  The signed letters of collaboration must specify the commitment, role, and resources/activities that will be provided in support of the applicant.   Strategies to reach targeted populations must be documented with letters of commitment that detail the specific role/function in support of the project’s effort that will be played by the collaborating organization.   The organization’s expertise, experience, and access to the targeted population(s) should also be described in the letter of commitment.

For applications submitted electronically via Grants.gov, signed letters of commitment should be scanned and included as attachments.  Applicants unable to scan the signed letters of commitment may fax them to the AoA Office of Grants Management at 202-357-3466 by the application submission deadline.  The Program Announcement number should appear at the top of each page faxed.
c.     Submission Dates and Times  

The deadline for the submission of applications under this program announcement is
July 31, 2007.  Applications must be submitted electronically by midnight on this date.
Applications that fail to meet the application due date will be returned without review and will receive no further consideration. 

Grants.gov will automatically send applicants a tracking number and date of receipt verification electronically once the application has been successfully received and validated in Grants.gov.

d.  Intergovernmental Review

This funding opportunity announcement is not subject to the requirements of Executive Order 12372, “Intergovernmental Review of Federal Programs”.

The following activities are not fundable:

· Basic research (e.g. scientific or medical experiments)

· Continuation of existing projects without expansion or new and innovative

· Does the application adequately and appropriately describe and document the key problem(s)/condition(s) relevant to its purposes?  Is the proposed 


         project justified in terms of the most recent, relevant, and available

            information and knowledge? (5 points)

b. Approach, Work Plan and Activities                             
Weight: 30 points
· Is the intervention clearly defined?  Does it reflect a coherent and feasible approach for successfully addressing the identified problem and achieving the identified outcome(s)?  Has the applicant demonstrated a thorough familiarity with the objectives, work and accomplishments of multigenerational and civic engagement projects?  Does the project take into account barriers and opportunities that may impact on the project’s success?  Does the proposal include plans to explore other similar models that support children who suffer from chronic health/disabilities; offer support for grandparents and other older individuals who are relative caregivers raising children; or other similar programs that promote volunteerism in multigenerational and civic engagement activities?  Does the intervention optimize the use of potential partnerships with other organizations and/or consumer groups, as appropriate?  (10 points)

· Is the project work plan clear and comprehensive?  Does it include sensible and feasible timeframes for the accomplishment of tasks presented?  Does the work plan include specific objectives and tasks that are linked to measurable outcomes?  Does the proposal include a clear and coherent management plan? Are the roles and responsibilities of project staff, consultants and partners clearly defined and linked to specific objectives and tasks?  Are the qualifications of the project staff, consultants and/or partners, and the proposed level of effort, adequate to carry out the project?  (10 points)

· Has the applicant identified well-defined outreach and service delivery 
                        strategies for reaching the target populations identified?  Are the proposed 

                        strategies cost-effective and appropriate to the areas and clients served?                                    

                        Has the applicant identified appropriate aging, federal, state and                       

                        community-based organizations, and specified the roles of these partner      

                        organizations in implementing the project?

c.  Project Outcomes, Evaluation and Dissemination

Review and Selection Process  

An independent review panel of at least three individuals will evaluate applications that pass the screening.  These reviewers are experts in their field, and are drawn from academic institutions, non-profit organizations, state and local government, and federal government agencies.  Based on the specific programmatic considerations as outlined under section I, Funding Opportunity Description, the reviewers will comment on and score the applications, focusing their comments and scoring decisions on the criteria identified above.

The final award decision will be made by the ASA. In making the decision, the ASA will take into consideration:  recommendations of the review panel; reviews for programmatic and grants management compliance; the reasonableness of the estimated cost to the government considering the available funding and anticipated results; and the likelihood that the proposed project will result in the benefits expected.  

Applicants have the option of omitting from the application copies (not the original) specific salary rates or amounts for individuals specified in the application budget and Social Security Numbers.  The copies may include summary salary information.

	Separate Budget Narrative/Justification Requirement

You must submit a separate budget narrative as part of your application.  A blank sample format (and one with examples) has been included in the attachments for your use in developing and presenting your Budget Narrative. Instructions for Completing the Project Summary/Abstract

· All applications for grant funding must include a Summary/Abstract that concisely describes the proposed project. It should be written for the general public.

· To ensure uniformity, please limit the length to no more than 300 words on a single page with a font size of not less than 11, doubled-spaced. 

· The abstract must include the project’s goal(s), objectives, overall approach (including target population and significant partnerships), anticipated outcomes, products, and duration. The following are very simple descriptions of these terms, and a sample Compendium abstract.

Goal(s) – broad, overall purpose, usually in a mission statement, i.e. what you want to do, where you want to be

Objective(s) – narrow, more specific, identifiable or measurable steps toward a goal. Part of the planning process or sequence (the “how”). Specific performances which will result in the attainment of a goal.
