Brief Description of Program/Project: 
The goal of the AoA SMP Integration grant is to reach Latino seniors and their families in small towns and rural areas in southern New Jersey and in Delaware to educate them about potential Medicare/Medicaid fraud, waste and abuse.  Working with a consortium of community-based agencies in southern NJ, the statewide New Jersey SMP working with the Latin American Community Center in Delaware, recruits, trains and supports retired Latino individuals to serve as “peer advocates” to educate and assist beneficiaries and their families about Medicare/Medicaid fraud, waste and abuse.  As a television production company, the project produces and airs their SMP message to over 100,000 Hispanics in southern NJ through seven local cable television channels.  The project also produces Spanish language print, television and radio spots, articles for Spanish language newspapers and other educational materials targeted to the Hispanic communities.
The project expands the outreach and scope of the SMP program to educate hard to reach Hispanic communities.  To date, the project has conducted 45 trainings, presentations, media and community events that have potentially reached over 200,000 Hispanics with important SMP messages.
