This Program Instruction (PI) provides guidance regarding funds earmarked for ombudsman and abuse prevention activities in the above-cited FY 1996 appropriations act.  It supersedes the April 12, 1996 "Dear Colleague" letter, disseminated under Continuing Resolution #13.

P.L. 104-134 appropriates:

"For carrying out, to the extent not otherwise provided, the Older Americans Act of 1965, as amended, $829,393,000, of which $4,449,000 shall be for section 712 and $4,732,000 shall be for section 721."

The Notice of Grant Award providing allotments to the states of funds appropriated under P.L. 104-134, which will be issued in the next few days, will include specific amounts for Sections 712 (ombudsman activities) and 721 (abuse prevention activities).  These amounts (see attachment) are calculated on the census data used for other grant awards during this fiscal year — the 1994 unrevised estimates produced by the Census Bureau.  As a result, the awards are generally at the same level as the FY 1995 Title VII awards, with slight variations due to population changes.  The funds should be utilized by the states within the same federal guidelines in which the Title VII funds were utilized.

The Administration on Aging PI 94-02, issued April 5, 1994, provides guidance on fiscal issues related to programs under Title VII of the Older Americans Act.  The policies set forth in this PI are based on current law and are in full effect, except that "funding for section 712 and 721" should be substituted, as appropriate, for "Title VII funds."
